Big Questions, Big Answers 
  

We live in an age of conspiracies.  Some of them are more seri-

ous in nature.  For example, a Gallup poll in 2003 showed that 

an incredible 75 percent of the American people reject the find-

ings of the Warren Commission and believe there was a con-

spiracy in the assassination of President John F. Kennedy. 
 

Dan Brownôs The DaVinci Code was quite popular in its book 

and movie forms, even though there was almost no factual basis 

for what it taught about Christianity and the church. 
 

And about the terrorist attacks of 9-11-2001: A Scripps-Howard poll of 1,010 adults in August of 

2006 found that 36% of Americans consider it "very likely" or "somewhat likely" that government of-

ficials either allowed the attacks to be carried out or carried out the attacks themselves. 
 

Some of the conspiracies are not quite so serious.  One theory states that ñDinosauroid-like Alien 

Reptiles are dominating the Worldò.  Honest.  Iôm not making that up. 
 

Why are conspiracy theories so popular?  Why do so many Americans get excited about rumors of 

conspiracy, cover-ups, and big stories that somehow have been suppressed for years or even centu-

ries? 
 

We live in an age of ambiguity, where many believe there is no absolute truth and that all institutions 

are corrupt.  The government, the church, schools, businesses, all are often viewed with suspicion and 

distrust.  Many people believe that you have to make up truth as you go, and that nothing is really reli-

able.  This is a product of our age. 
 

This post-modern way of thinking has greatly impacted the church.  Many people outside the church 

believe that there is no credible evidence for what Christians believe.  They assume that the Bible is 

full of errors, that the teachings of the church were invented by the strong and foisted on the weak, 

that all religions are basically the same and that there is not absolute truth about God. 
 

These are big questions, and we need to be able to answer them, for the very Gospel is in danger of 

being covered over with the ambiguities of our post-modern culture. 
 

On our Lent Wednesdays this year, we are going to look at some of these questions and attempt to 

find answers for ourselves and for those who might ask.  Some of these questions are: 
 

What is truth?  Can we know it absolutely?  Can we actually know anything? 

Why canôt we or wonôt we think in todayôs culture? 

Is the Bible reliable? Or is it full of errors? 

How is Christianity unique? 

Is Christianity just an arbitrary construct to help us have a worldview? 

What are the basic apologetic arguments every Christian should know? 
 

This promises to be a stimulating and challenging topic.  Join us Wednesdays during Lent, beginning 

on  Ash Wednesday, February 17, at 12:00 noon and 7:00 PM.  The Savior who said, ñI am the way 

and the truth and the lifeò will be our guide into the truth of Godôs Word.
