Katharine Lee Bates (1859-1929) wrote, edited angdtit English in her native Massachusetts.
Occasionally, she wrote hymns, toédnierica the Beautiful' is an American patriotic song.
The lyrics were written by Katharine Lee Bates @8%29) and the music composed by
church organist and choirmaster Samuel A. Ward. aQnp to Colorado, Bates was greatly
impressed by amber waves of grain, fruited plams gurple mountain majesties. She believed
that God had definitely shed his grace all acrbgsland. A visit to the summit of Pikes Peak
inspired Bates to write her most famous poem-hy#merica the Beautiful.”

Bates also realized that patriotism was an impopant of America. She was grateful for he-
roes “who more than self their country loved andapenore than life.” She wanted all Ameri-
cans to realize how God had shed his grace on #rarhad crowned what was good “with
brotherhood from sea to shining sea.”

Bates embodied the spirit of thankfulness to Gadaficshe had experienced and been given.
