Something Worth Fighting For 
 

On June 6, 1944, allied troops went ashore at Normandy, France, 
in the biggest military operation of WWII and in recorded human 
history.  An astounding 6,500 ships and landing crafts would be 
used, which, according to the Encyclopedia Britannica, “would 
land nearly 200,000 vehicles and 600,000 tons of supplies in the 
first three weeks of the operation.”  More than 13,000 fighter, 
bomber, and transport aircraft supported the invasion before, dur-
ing, and after.  It’s hard to imagine those kinds of numbers of 
people and supplies.  It’s hard to imagine battle on that kind of a 

scale.  Lieut. (jg) Walter Cooper who was at Omaha Beach, wrote down this memory: 
 

As we approached, the exceptional high seas, early morning mist, smoke, dust and lateral cur-
rent scattered our units badly. German fire was exceptionally strong and many of the wounded 
men were drowned in the rising tide. The presence of an elite German infantry division that had 
for three months escaped Army Intelligence appeared in the area and kept a constant fire on 
the approaching troops who were able to reach the beach above and beyond. 

 

Why would soldiers endure such hell on earth?  Why did their need to be such a large battle?  Because the 
stakes were tremendous!  Europe was under the domination of Nazi Germany.  Countries had lost their free-
dom and many had lost their lives.  Jews, some Christians, and other Nazi “undesirables” were being rounded 
up, arrested, and executed in concentration camps.  Good men and women could not stand by and do nothing 
under these circumstances. 
 

Dear friends, we are involved in a tremendous battle ourselves.  The book of Ephesians says that “our struggle 
is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark 
world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.”  The eternal welfare of billions of people 
is at stake.  This is serious business, and we cannot stand by and do nothing. 
 

God has given us the great weapon of His Word, which is called the sword of the Spirit in Ephesians 6:17.  By 
God’s Word we face temptation and are able to stand against it.  By God’s Word we share the Gospel and 
bring freedom to people who in sin have lost their freedom and are in danger of eternal separation from God. 
 

We have something worth fighting for.  There is a battle to be fought.  And leading us in the way is our great 
Champion, the Lord Jesus Christ.  He has already won the ultimate victory by defeating the temptations of the 
devil, by taking out our sin in His death, and by destroying death in His resurrection.  He gives us the charge 
of invading the world with the Gospel, the good news of salvation, forgiveness, and eternal life. 
 

Beginning on June 6, we will begin a six week sermon series called “Something Worth Fighting For”.  Based 
on the book of Galatians, we will see just how precious the Gospel was to the Apostle Paul, a man who had 
once gone to war against the church and was now its loudest proponent.  We will see just how far he was will-
ing to go to make sure the Gospel was heard clearly and heard well.  And we will ask ourselves, “How pre-
cious is the Gospel to us, and what are we willing to do to make sure it is heard today?”  Here are the dates and 
titles of this sermon series from the book of Galatians: 
 

 June 6 .............Them's fightin' words! June 27 .......... Freeing the Captives 
June 13 ............Can't Back Down Now July 4............. Decorated Veterans 
June 20 ............Propaganda Warfare July 11........... No One Fights Alone 
  

I’ll see you at the staging area, 3100 Rodeo Road, Sunday mornings, at 0800 and 1045.  We have our orders.

So, as you all know, we 
have been thoroughly visited 
by a large gaggle of flamin-
gos the past 6 weeks. The 
NYG students and I have 
been dutifully preparing and 
raising money for our trip to 
New Orleans next month. 

We leave July 16th and will return the 21st. This has 
been an exhausting and wonderful year planning the 
trip, raising funds, diving into God’s Word as we pre-
pare our hearts and minds for the experience of grow-
ing in Christ and worshiping Him with 25,000 other 
Christian Lutheran teenagers. It’s definitely a once in 
a lifetime experience, although I have been to 3!  
 
My favorite part of the NYG’s are the mass events. 
Each evening, all 25,000 teenagers and adults gather 
in the New Orleans Super Dome, where the New Or-
leans Saints football team plays, and worship together, 
listen to speakers, have Bible study and grow deeper 
in faith. My most memorable mass event was in July 
2001. I was 17, and about to be a senior in high school 
the following fall. It was one of the last nights of the 
gathering. There was a new singer on stage with the 
band and she had the most gorgeous soprano voice. I 
loved watching and listening to her sing. She wore a 
crutch, the kind that attaches to your forearm. When 
the music died down, all the other musicians left the 
stage, but Gianna Jesson stayed. It looked painful for 
her to stand for that long. She got to the microphone 
and every one of us in the stadium watched and lis-
tened with rapt attention. She told us her life story, her 
salvation story.  
 
When her biological mother was 17, she got pregnant 
and attempted to have Gianna aborted. But it didn’t 
work. Gianna was born alive, but with cerebral palsy 
as a result of the botched abortion. She was adopted at 
4 years old and given a whole new life. She learned of 
why she had cerebral palsy and spoken at numerous 
pro-life events over the last 15 years. Gianna’s story, 
which you can read on her website, is fascinating. She 
talks of how because she was born by the grace of 
God, she wants to give her life to God, through her 
music ministry. The most impressive part of her story: 
she forgives her birth mother. Wow. That’s grace. 

What forgiveness!  
 
I remember watching her speak and thinking how if 
this woman could forgive her mom, I should be able 
to always forgive those who hurt me. Forgiveness 
isn’t an easy thing in our world, is it? It’s something 
that can take time, and patience, and it can be painful. 
But it’s the right thing to do. It’s what God calls us to 
do. Why? Because he loves us and wants us to show 
His love to the world through forgiving and loving 
others. It’s our mission as Christians.   
 
I encourage you to go online read Gianna’s story 
(check out  www.giannajessen.com or 
www.blessedcause.org/aborticide/survivor for more 
of Gianna’s story).  She proclaims the hope and for-
giveness and love that only comes from the grace of 
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

 AWARD: 
A minimum of two $500 scholarships will be awarded by the California Fraternal Congress to sopho-
more, junior or senior year students in trade school or college.  There is a limit of one scholarship 
award per society unless all applications received are from the same society. 
 
 The scholarship awards will be presented on October 23, 2010 at the annual meeting of the California 
Fraternal Congress in Ontario, CA 
 
 ELIGIBILITY 
Applicant must be enrolled as a full-time student in an accredited vocational/technical school or col-
lege/university. 
 
 Applicant must be a resident of California and a member, or a child of a member of a fraternal benefit 
society who holds membership in the California Fraternal Congress. 
 
 Applicant must have a cumulative grade point average of at least a 2.0 (on a 4.0 system).  Transcript 
of grades from Spring 2010 semester must be submitted with application. 
 
 Application/essay for scholarship awards must be completed in its entirety and postmarked by Sep-
tember 1, 2010.  Incomplete or late entries will be disqualified. 
 
 Scholarship awards are for one year only.  Recipients will not be eligible again for the award from the 
California Fraternal Congress. 
 
 PROCEDURES: 
The Scholarship awards will be made payable jointly to the award recipients and their school.  Dead-
line for submission is September 1, 2010. 
 
 JUDGING CRITERIA : 
Overall merits of applicant, cumulative grade point average, school activities, honors and essay con-
tent. (Fraternalism/Volunteerism activities in your respective society). 
 
 Entries will be submitted to the Chair of the Ron Gill Scholarship committee.  The applications will 
be referred to a three member panel for final judging. 
 
 Recipients of the California Fraternal Congress Ron Gill Scholarship Awards will be notified by Oc-
tober 1, 2010.

It would seem from the report by the Property Enhancement Committee at the Annual Voters Meeting 
last Sunday that the Planning Department of our County needs some more time to approve our building 
plans. Prayerfully, the grading and building permits will be issued in the coming weeks so that construc-
tion can start on the sports field on the corner and the education building behind our present building. 
A Special Voters Meeting will then be called to set the long awaited construction in motion.  
 
God has been directing some wonderful things with the financial part of our congregation’s building 
plans and our commitment to others in our greater community. Funds received from the recent TAG 
Capital Campaign and the current FAITH: “PASS IT ON !” endeavor have been used to pay cash, 
$676,304 (4-30-2010), for the purchase of additional land, the cost of building plans, capital campaign 
expenses and required fees. Our current mortgage has been regularly reduced and no new loans have 
been necessary so far in our expansion.      
 
Of the $1,359,010 in receipts (1-1-2002/4-30-2010), $150,000 was a gift from Grace Lutheran Church, 
$76,138 in interest was received from Capital Campaign funds invested with the Church Extension 
Fund, and $22,034 was transferred from other congregational accounts. Commitments of $1,110,838 
($875,594 – TAG and $235,244 – FAITH: “PASS IT ON!”) have also been received from the members of 
our congregation. The Lord’s blessing continues with $682,706 (4-30-2010) remaining in the Property 
Enhancement Account of the congregation.
