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The Ascension of Jesus 

 

  On Thursday, May 13, many church calendars around the world 
will list Ascension Day, and some congregations will have special worship 
services.  Ascension Day, however, is not emphasized very much in Ameri-
can Christian culture today, yet the ancient church celebrated it with great 
enthusiasm.  Why is it important? 
 Ascension Day is one of the bookends of the earthly ministry of 
Jesus the Messiah.  The first bookend of His ministry was His baptism.  
When Jesus was baptized, heaven was opened, the Holy Spirit descended 
on Jesus, looking like a dove, and the Father spoke words of approval and 
commissioning to Jesus.  This was a little bit like an ordination and installa-
tion service.  From that point on, Jesus began His public ministry among the 
people of this world. 
 Ascension Day marks the end of His visible ministry in this world.  
After His resurrection, Jesus appeared to His disciples and “showed himself 

to these men and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days and spoke 
about the kingdom of God.     (Act 1:3 NIV) 
 After Jesus ascended into heaven, His visible ministry was finished, but His work was not.  Jesus ascended into heaven 
so that He might send the Holy Spirit. 
 

 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not 
come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you.  (John 16:7 NIV) 
 

 And Jesus ascended into heaven to be our representative before our Heavenly Father, as we read in Romans 8:34: 
 

 Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died--more than that, who was raised to life--is at the right hand 
of God and is also interceding for us.  

 

  The Ascension is a big deal, because it means we have advocate before the Father and that Jesus indeed sent the Coun-
selor, the Holy Spirit.  It means that when you pray, Jesus takes your concern, your praise, your prayer before the Heavenly Fa-
ther, who received it with joy because of what Jesus has done for you.  It means that when you face a challenge in life, the God 
the Holy Spirit is with you.  We will celebrate and remember the Ascension on a Sunday, May 16. 
 

From time to time I am asked what our denomination teaches about a particular topic, and these are always interesting conver-
sations.  Concordia Publishing House is making available a book that summarizes many of the teachings and practices of the 
Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod.

A preface by the Synod president's staff notes that Kieschnick and other LCMS leaders are frequently asked about the Synod's 
position on various topics, "not only by those outside the Synod but [also by] members of the Synod itself, from lay and clergy 
alike. 
  
"After discussion with numerous individuals throughout the Synod about the need for such a resource as this," the preface con-
tinues, "President Kieschnick commissioned his staff to work together with him in putting together a brief summary of the offi-
cial position of the Synod on important matters of doctrine and practice."

Psalm 46:10  "Be 
still, and know 
that I am God.”  

�����������������
How busy are you?  For 
many of us, most of our 
day is spent doing some-
thing for someone 
else.  We set our alarms 

so that we are on time  for work.  We get ourselves 
presentable for the day.  During the day we sit at a

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desk, drive here and there, call this or that person, 
read this or that book, or something else that keeps us 
busy.  Finally when the day is over, when all of our 
work is done, we get home and we slump into a favor-
ite chair or find a place where we can do what it is 
WE want to do.  Even then there might be a feeling of 
guilt if what you are doing doesn’t have some purpose 
to it.  If there is not a clear goal or if what we are do-
ing has no benefit often we are told that we are wast-
ing our time.  Even those of us who are retired are so 
busy it feels like we only changed jobs.  So does it 
ever end?  Does there come a point when we can actu-
ally rest? 

 
The psalm verse I chose says to be still and know that 
God is, well, God.  Often we tend to miss what is 
most important.  Often we seek to fulfill our own lives 
by what it is that WE need to do with our time and 
energy.  Read the entirety of psalm 46.  What do you 
see?  You see a mighty God.  A God who is there no 
matter the circumstance.  You see a God who is 
greater than turbulent waters and shattering earth-
quakes.  He will be exalted among the nations.  How 
do you think that happens?  How do you think God is 
exalted?  Do you have a picture in mind of everything 
continually bowing before God all day?  Is this some-
thing that will only take place when you die and we 
are before His throne? 

 
In our daily life we are busy.  In our daily life we face 
temptations and we struggle.  Psalm 46 reminds us 
that no matter what comes our way God is more pow-
erful than all of it and He IS WITH US.  Jesus, who 
we call Immanuel (which means God with us) is with 
us as we work, in our busy times.
